GIFT Highlights from 2010
· Bang for your buck maintained the record high ratio of 8:1 in 2010, whereby GIFT produced £750,000 of value to the community from donors’ investment of £95,000.

· GIFT arranged for 100,000 loaves of surplus bread to be collected from bakeries and distributed to 1,000 people in need, with the help of hundreds of volunteers each week.
· GIFT received free food from shops, restaurants, suppliers, caterers and functions and sent volunteers to deliver the food to 150 families almost every day.
· The innovative GIFT Box project in 30 London, Manchester and Bournemouth shops attracted 110,000 items of food worth £200,000 that was distributed to the needy via our network of hundreds of volunteers.
· GIFT joined forces with a supermarket distributor of fresh vegetables and distributed £80,000 of vegetables to the needy. Every fortnight, supplies are received and we hold volunteer packathon events.
· GIFT’s regular volunteer force numbers over 1,000 people.

· 4,000 school children from 20 schools participated in GIFT IT FORWARD during 2010, resulting in 5,000 toys collected and distributed to underprivileged children locally and abroad, primarily in Israel. This included the Chanukah Toy Box Appeal and the Emergency Toy Appeal for Israeli children affected by the Carmel Forest fire.
· 1,500 children from 10 London Jewish primary and secondary schools, nurseries and cheders took part in GIFT’s Tu BiShvat initiative aimed at making a difference and helping families in need over the festival.  Each child was asked to bring one fruit into school. Classes then made up fruit baskets which were distributed by tens of volunteers in time for Tu BiShvat. Over 100 baskets of fruit were then distributed.
· 500 people from the community delivered their surplus Mishloach Manot to GIFT shortly after Purim. 200 volunteers helped to sort and pack 250 boxes of food and wine. Boxes were then distributed to 160 local families and organisations, as well as to needy families in Israel and Eastern Europe via student trips.

· In our annual pre-Pesach food collection, Lechem Oni, 500 members of the community dropped off unwanted Chametz to GIFT. Food and wine was sorted and packed by 60 volunteers, and 250 boxes were later distributed to needy families in the UK. GIFT stored the food and sold it through the London Beth Din. GIFT distributed the boxes after Pesach to local needy families as well as financially disadvantaged Jewish communities abroad. 
· 100 students from Immanuel College, JFS, Hasmonean Girls’ School and Kerem were placed by GIFT in various Social Action placements including old age homes, care homes and helping with food packing.    
· Over the course of the year, GIFT has sent 50 volunteers to a local drop-in centre for destitute refugees and asylum seekers. The volunteers bring boxes of food, clothes and toiletries, serve hot meals, distribute clothes, play games with children and chat to the asylum seekers.
· 40 GIFT volunteers ran in the Maccabi fun run and raised over £5,000 for needy families.
· In November, scores of volunteers participated in GIFT’s Mitzvah Day initiative, manning stalls outside 10 shops including Tesco, encouraging shoppers to buy an extra item of food for those in need. 7,000 people donated tonnes of food worth £9,000 which was collected and distributed by GIFT’s ever-expanding network of volunteers to beneficiaries including local families in need, Jewish Women’s Aid, homeless shelters and other local charities. 
· GIFT  is now working together with a number of different youth and student organisations and is planning joint events with Bnei Akiva, Sinai, UJS,  Habonim and FZY. 
· GIFT was invited to speak at a conference in New York, and is now liaising with communities in New York, LA and Philadelphia regarding setting up GIFT in these places.
